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Article 1. Enactment, Purpose, Amendments and Definitions
Section 1.1 Enactment ' g

In accordance with the Vermont Planning and Development Act, hereinafter referred to as the “Act”, 24 VSA

Chapter 117 Section 4401, there are hereby established Zoning Regulations for Cabot which are set forth in the
text and map that constitute these Regulations. These Regulations shall be known as the “Town and Village of
Cabot Zoning Regulations”.

Section 1.2 Eggpggg

It is the intent of these chulations to provicle for orderly community grqwth, to implcmenl the Cabot Town anc
Village Plan and to further the purposes established in the Act, Section 4302.

The application of these Regulation is subject to Sections 4405, 4406, 4408, and 4409 of the Act.

Except as hereinafter provided, no excavation for a l)uilcling or structure shall be commenced, nor shall a
bui]ding or structure be crected, moved, altered or extended, and no land, building or structure, or part thereof,
shall be occupied or used unless in conformity with the Regulations herein specified for the district in which it is
located. Any use not permitted by these regulations shall be deemed prohibited.

Section 1.4 Interpretation

Except for Section 4409(b) of the Act, and where these Regulations specifically provide to the contrary, it is not
intended to repeal, annul or in any way to impair any regulations or permits previously acloptecl or issued,
providcd, however, that where these Regulations impose a greater restriction upon use of a structure or land than

are required I)y any other statute, ordinance, rule, regulations, permit, easement or agreement, the provisions of
these Regulations shall control.

Section 1.5 Amcndmcnts

These Regulations may be amended according to the requirements and procedures established in Sections 4403
and 4404 of the Act.

The inva]idity of any provision of these Regulation shall not invalidate any other pari.
Section 1.7 Effective Date

These Regulations shall take effect in accordance with the voting and other procedures contained in Section
4404(c) of the Act. v : .



Section 1.8 Definiti

Except where spccifically defined herein, all words used in these Regulations shall carry their customary
meanings. Words used in the present tense include the £uture, and the singu]ar includes the piural: the word
“lot” includes “plot”; the word Building” includes “structure”; the words “shall” is mandatory; “occupied” or
“used” shall be considered as though followed by “or intended, arranged or designed to be used or occupied”;
“person” includes individual, partnership, association, corporation, company or organization.

Doubt as to the precise meaning of any word used in these Regulatioris shall be clarified i)y the Board of.
Ari)'ustment.

Accessory Use or Building:

A usc or i)uilciing customariiy incidental and subordinate to the principal use or i)uil(iing and located on the
same lot.

Agricultural Use:

Land containing at least two acres which is used for raising livestock, or agricu]turai or forest products,
including farm structures and the storage of agricultural equipment: riding and boarding stables; and as an
accessory use, the sale of agticultural products raised on the property.

Building Front Line:
Line paranel to the front lot line intersecting that point in the i)uilciing face which is closest to the front lot line.
This face includes pO!’Ci‘lCS whether enclosed or unenclosed, but does not include steps.

Club , Private:

Builziing or use catering exclusiveiy to club members and their guests for recreational purposes, and not operateci
primari]y for profit. '

Commercial Camps:

An organized commercial establishment oﬁering programs of an eciucational, recreational, or religious nature for
youtii, families, or other groups on a temporary basis.

Commercial Use:

Any area of land, including structures thereon that is .iised or designeci to be used for the sale or storage of goods

and metciianciise, the transaction of iausiness, or provision of services or entertainment.

Community Center:

Includes pul)lic or private meeting iiall, piace of assemi)iy, museum, art gailery, lii)tary, piace of further ]
education and church, not opetateci primarily for profit.

Development:
The division of a parcel into two or more parceis, the construction, reconstruction, conversion, structural
alteration, relocation or enlargement of any imiiciing or other structure, or of any mining, excavation or landfill, 1

and any change in the use of any i)uil(iing or other structure, or land, or extension of use of land. ]

Dormitory Use: ' ]
Includes fraternity, sorority, nurses’ home, college dormitory.




Dwelling Unit: A 1 '
Builcling or part thereof used as living quarters for one family. The terms dwelling, one family clwelling, two

family dwclling, or clwelling group shall not include a motel, l\otel, l)oarding l'xouse, tourist lwme, mobile home
or similar structure.

Dwelling; one family:
Detached building used as living quarters by one family.

Dwelling, Two Family: _
Builcling used as living quarters l)y two families living intlepenclently of each other.

Garage:
A lmilcling solely for storage of vehicles.

Graclc, Finished:

Completezl surfaces of grouncl, lawns, wallzs, paved areas and roads l:touglxt to gracles as shown on plans rclating
thereto.

Group Service:
Church, school, community center and other pulalic gatl)ering places or sites for group service activities.

Home Occupation:
Accessory use of a service character conducted within a dwelling lay the residents tlxereof, which is clearly
secondary to the clwelling used for living purposes and does not claange the character thereof.

Hospital:
Includes sanitarium, clinic, rest l'xome, nursing home, convalescent lxome, home for the agcd, and any other
place for the diagnosis or treatment of human ailment.

Industrial Use:

Any facility for the asseml)ly, manufacture, compounding, processing, paclzing, treatment, research or testing of
materials, goods or products.

Junk Yard: . ‘
Land or lmilcling used for the collecting, storage or sale of waste paper, rages, scrap metal or discarded material:

or for the collecting, wrecl:aing, dismantling, storage, salvaging and sale of macl'xinery parts or vehicles not in
running condition.

Living Quarters:
A l)uilcling or part thereof containing a kitchen and/or bathroom.

Loa(ling Space:

OFf street space used for the temporary location of one licensed motor velﬁcle, which is at least twelve feet wide

and forty feet long and fourteen feet lﬁglm, not including access (lriveway, and lxaving direct access to a street or
alley.

Lot: '

Land occupieti or to be occupieci Ly a Buiiciing and its accessory lmiiciings, togetixer with the requireci open
spaces, having not less than the minimum area, width and ciepti'i tequireci for a lot in the district in which such
land is situated, and iiaving frontage on a street, or other means of access as may be determined i)y the Planning

Commission to be a(iequate as a condition of the issuance of a building permit for a i)uilding on such land.

Lot Dept}i:
Mean horizontai distance from the street line of the lot to its opposite rear line measured at rigi'it angles to the

imiiciing front line.

Lot Frontage: N :
Distance measured across the width of the lot at the i)uiiding front line, or the proposeci lnuilding front line.

Mobile Home:
Movable living unit with or without wheels, used for living quarters. A sectional prefabricated house shall'not be
considered a mobile home.

Motel:

Buiiding containing rooms which are rented as a series of sleeping units for automobile transients, each slecping
unit consisting of at least a })gtiroom and bathroom.

Non-Conforming Use:
Use of land or structure which does not compiy with all zoning regulations for the district in which it is localed,

where such use conformed to all appiical:ie laws, ordinances and regu.iations prior to enactment of these
Regulations.

Non-Complying Structure:
Structure not complying with the Zoning Regulations for the district in which it is located, where such structure
compiieci with all appiicabie laws, ordinances, and regulations prior to enactment of these Regu]ations.

Outdoor Advertising:

Means a sign which a(ivertises, calls attention or directs a person to a imsiness, association, profession,
commoJity, prociuct, institution, service, entertainment, person, tiiing, or activity of any kind wiiatsoever, and is
visiiaie from a tiigl'iway or other public rig}it of way."Goocis for sale ciispiayeci from inside the window of a retail
establishment shall not be considered outdoor advertising.

Parking Space:
Off street space used for the temporary location of one licensed motor vehicle which is at least nine feet wide and
twenty two fect long, not inciuciing access ciriveway and }iaving direct access to a street or aiiey.

Prolessional Residence-Office:

Residence in which the occupant has a proiessionai office of an architect, accountant, c}iiropractor, dentist,
doctor of me&icine, ianciscape arci'iitect, land surveyor, iawyer, optometrist, osteopatli, piiysiot}ierapist, pianning
consultant, pociiatrist, engineer, or psyciioiogist, which is c]eariy secon(iary to the ciweiiing use for the iiving
purposes and does not ciiange the residential character thereof, and where not more than one person outside the
famiiy is empioyeci.




* 2. Installation of a system which does not comply with the conditions of the permit.

3. Alteration of the proposed septic system site or-replacement areas including effluent
dispersion areas so that the proposed septic system does not comply with this ordinance.

4. Information which shows the proposed septic system will not comply with this ordinance,
including, but not limited to, insufficient isolation distances to water supplies.

5. Failure to comply with this ordinance or any terms or conditions of permits issued under
this ordinance.

Section 4.7 Petition for Revocation

a) A written petition for revocation shall be addressed to the Sewage Officer and shall set
forth the name and address of the petitioner, the petitioner's interest in the matter, and a brief
statement outlining the basis for revocation of the permit. Revocation shall only proceed
based on the standards established in Section 4:6. :

b) The Selectboard may file a petition and.par.ticipate' in revocation proceedings.

¢) The Selectboard shall notify the permit holder in writing of petition for revocation of
permit with 72 hours. ‘ '

d) Receipt of the petition shall initiate the revocation procedure. The Selectboard shall hold a
hearing within thirty days of the Sewage Officer receiving a revocation petition. The
Selectboard shall render a decision within fifteen days of the conclusion of the hearing.

e) The Sewage Officer shall give the permit holder written notice of revocation of the permit
within 72 hours of revocation. All sewage disposal system work must cease immediately
upon notification of revocation of the permit. ' :

Section 4.8 Appeals

Any applicant aggrieved by a decision of the Sewage Officer may appeal that decision in
writing to the Selectboard with thirty (30) days of such decision. The Selectboard shall hold
a hearing within thirty (30) days of such an appeal and shall render a decision with fifteen
(15) days after the close of such hearing. Following the Selectboard's hearing, any person
aggrieved by a decision of the Selectboard may appeal that decision to Superior Court. The
administrative process must be exhaustec_i before appeal to the Superior Court.

Section 4.9 Enforcement.

A person who neglects or refuses to comply with the provision of this ordinance may be fined

not more than $500 for each offense by the Superior Court, Each week that a violation is

Space on a lot not occupied with a building or structure. Porches, whether enclosed or unenclosed, shall be
considered as part of the main Lui]ding and shall not project into a teqm'red yar_(l.

Yard, Front:

Yard between the front line and the front lme ofa bmldmg extended to the side lot lines of the lot. The &eptl'x of
the front yard shall be measured from the street line to the froqt line of the Lmldmg

Yarcl, Rear:

Yard between the rear lot line and the rear line of a lauilding extended to the side lot lines of the lot. The depth
of the rear yard shall be measured from the rear lot line to the rear line of the Luilding.

Yard, Side:

Yard between the principal building or accessory l)uilding and a side lot line, and extending through from the
front yarcl to the rear yarcl.

Article 1. Establishment of Zoning Districts, Administration and Enforcement

The Town and Village of Cabot are hereby divided into the.following zoning districts as shown on the Town and
Village Zoning Map: l
Medium Density Developed District (Town and Village) : I
Undeveloped Village District (Village Only)

Low Density Residential and Agricultural District (Town Only)
Shoreland District

The location and boundaries of zoning districts are established as shown on the attached zoning map and
described as follows:

Medium Density Developed District (Town and Village):

1. That land in the incorporated Village of Cabot which is less than 300 feet back from the edge of the highway
rig}lt of way;

2. That area in Lower Cabot bounded by a line running parallel to and 300 feet from each side of Town
Higlxway No. 1 from northwest corner of Durant Cemetery to Cabot Viuage Loundary, and a simi]arly
described line procceding along Town Highways No. 51 and 41 and Town Highway No. 3 to a distance of
500 feet from a point when said l’xigl‘xways intersect with Town Highway No. 1.

3. That land in South Cabot bounded by a line running parallel to and 300 feet from each side of US Route 2,
from intersection of said route and Town Highway No. 61 to intersection of said highway and Town
Highway No. 49, and a similarly described line running on both side of Town Highway No. 48.



Undeveloped Village District (Village Only):

That land in the incorporated Village of Cabot which extends beyond 300 feet of the edge of the highway right of

way.
Low Density Residential and Agricultural District (Town Only);

That land in the Town of Cabot outside of the Medium Density Developed District, the Undeveloped Village
District and the Shoreland district.

Shoreland District:

That land in the town of Cabot l)etween the normal mean. watermark of a lake or poml exceecling 20 acres and a
line not less than 800 feet from such mean watermark.

If uncertainty exists with respect to the boundary of any zoning district, the Planning Commission shall
determine the location.

The Administrative Officer is lierel)y appointe& to administer the Zoning regulations, as ptovi(lecl for in Section
4442 of the Act.

No land or l)uilding development may commence, nor shall any land or structure be used, extended in any way
unless a zoning permit shall have been cluly issued by the Administrative Officer, as proviclecl for in Section
4443 of the Act. The fec for such Zoning Permit shall be established by the Selectmen.

The Administrative Officer shall not issue a zoning permit unless an application fee, plot plan, sewage disposal
construction permit application and any other approvals requirecl lvy these regulations have been properly

sulamitlccl.

The Administrative Officer shall within 30 days of submission of application, data and approvals, either issue or
deny a zoning permit. Such permits shall be made out in 't'riplicate and one copy sent lo the applicant by

receiptccl certified mail. If denied, the Administrative Officer shall so noti{y the applicant in writing stating
his/her rcasons therefore.

A zoning permit shall become void if the work described therein has not been commenced within one year from
the date of issuance.

Violations of this Zoning Ordinance shall subject the violator to a Eine not to exceed $50.00 per day or to other
procedures in accordance with sections 4444 and 4445 of the Act. =
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
